Adult Training

· Two ‘Getting Started’ were organised, one in Oct ‘08 and the other in May ‘09.  Both courses were held in Jordanstown.

· Seven Leaders had their Woodbadge training validated

· Two 1st Response Refresher courses were organised for those Leaders who held First Aid certificates but were approaching the end of their valid period.

Young Leaders

Following a request from the Beaver Leader from Jordanstown asking if anything could be provided for four young helpers, a modified course from the Programme for Explorer Scouts was organised.  This was held once a month during the year.

This was an unofficial training programme but it showed that something of this nature could be organised on a District basis.  Young Leader training in the Explorer Programme is something that can be offered to Explorer Scouts but should be run and lead by an Explorer Leader with responsibility for YL training, not by the ADC(AT)
(A number of years ago before the Movement was reorganised to the current programme, the District devised a training scheme for young people helping in different sections but too young to start Woodbadge training.  The District  ran it on two occasions over a three year period.   At least two of those young  helpers are still working in the District as Warranted Leaders)
